History

The Northern Ireland Community Relations Council
was established in 1990 as an independent charity
sponsored by the Community Relations Unit of the
Office of the First Minister and Deputy First Minister
(OFMDFM).

The main aim of the Northern Ireland Community
Relations Council has been to assist the
development of greater understanding and co-
operation between political, cultural and religious
communities in Northern Ireland.

Statutory background

The Northern Ireland Community Relations Council
is a company limited by guarantee, with no share
capital, and is recognised as a charity by the Inland
Revenue.

These accounts have been prepared under the
Companies (Northern Ireland) Order 1986 and in
accordance with the Accounts Direction issued by
the Department of Finance and Personnel. A copy
of the Accounts Direction can be requested from the

company’s registered office.

Review of activities

The Balance Sheet on page 10 shows that the
company had total funds of £250,425 at

31 March 2004, (2003 £348,897). This is
