Matters Arising from the Previous Meeting:

· Communication is in progress with statutory representatives in relation to summer intervention funding, following a meeting of the Junior Minister Working Group. A grid of resources is being compiled and Jenny Douglas from NBCAU will coordinate an updated list of summer intervention funding and schemes. This will be issued to groups in addition to specific information relevant to each group.  This will be a similar process as to 2008. Action: Jenny
· It was noted that small grants are available through the Community Relations Council and groups are encouraged to apply for these to help with summer intervention programs/activities. 

· Health and Young People: Caroline Bloomfield brought information to the meeting for distribution and she will clarify if funding is available for training through PIPS. Members of the HCP interested joining the North Belfast Health and Wellbeing Forum, which is hosted by the North Belfast Partnership, are advised to speak to Caroline. Action: Caroline 

· North Belfast Partnership is holding a Health sub group meeting on Monday 11th. Community representatives are encouraged to attend. Justine Brown is a Health contact in the Partnership. 

Terms of Reference. 

It was agreed by the Hazelwood Community Partnership that when minutes are issued, Council representatives will distribute these minutes to each of the respective councils.  

Each member of the Hazelwood Community Partnership who is involved in an organisation with online facilities will post the minutes on their website. Action: NBC, BCC, CRC & all appropriate members
June’s meeting of the Hazelwood Community Partnership will be as scheduled; July’s meeting will be in the evening – date and venue to be arranged. The September meeting will go ahead as scheduled in the morning and will include further discussion about the best time for future meetings. Action: CRC to place on Agenda for September meeting
NIO Annual Review of Hazelwood Barrier Process
The Community Relations Council will coordinate a progress report on the work of the Hazelwood Community Partnership which will act as a reference group on the annual review of the Hazelwood Barrier. This report will function as a baseline and groups and agencies are encouraged to forward any information which they think should be included to Ali, e.g. PSNI statistics, NIHE statistics, Schools review of year, etc. it was also agreed that a copy of the letter from NIO should be forwarded to Old Throne Residents for their information and participation. CRC agreed to do this and try to arrange a meeting with their representatives. Action CRC & all relevant agencies.
Young People

It was acknowledged that at this stage it is too late for CRC to formally coordinate summer intervention schemes. Groups are encouraged to proceed and work within the timeframe to secure funding for summer 2009 projects and the process identified above by NBCAU will help to inform. 
Discussion focused on the proposal of a youth consultation, coordinated by the Community Relations Council, which would effectively identify a way forward for the future, including the summer of 2010 and beyond. The proposal was that a representative group of young people from all the areas listed in the ToR would devise and compile a survey. This would then be forwarded to all the schools with their cooperation to allow an independent process to be conducted. Focus groups may also take place in the school. Groups were advised to have the name of their youth representatives to Ali by next Friday and she would then coordinate the process with Sean and his key contacts who have already undertaken this process. CRC will discuss funding for this venture with NBC and BCC.  Action: Ali
Further discussion highlighted the need for information on the skills and activities ongoing in the area. NBC are already in communication with many of the groups and have a meeting planned for the 22nd May in Hazelwood College. It was agreed that this meeting would be used to coordinate and approach and Sean will coordinate this meeting to establish a Youth Practitioners Forum on 22nd May from 11-1 in Hazelwood College. Action: Sean
Newtownabbey Council is establishing a summer 2010 plan to be finalised by September 2009 and NBC are keen to further discussions on how they can cooperate in the above processes. They have agreed to meet further to discuss and participate in the processes. Action Hazel, Majella
