Minutes of the last meeting & matters arising – Minutes of meeting were agreed and as a matter arising CRC has arranged to have the agreed Terms of Reference and minutes on its website.
Newtownabbey council has identified areas for the Summer Splash programme and has agreed that Longlands may need added intervention.

Youth Providers Forum - met for the first time on 22nd May 2009 in what was a very productive meeting. Suzanne McFarland was nominated and agreed as one of the joint chairs and a further chair will be selected at the next meeting. The group had agreed to try to collate information from all groups on their summer diversionary planning; this received limited response and all groups are urged to forward information to Ali, Susanne or Sean. CRC will continue to coordinate and facilitate these meetings.

Young people survey – there has been one meeting of this group, coordinated by CRC with support from S Montgomery and is open to all youth providers in the area. The key finding of the first meeting was the lack of expectation and aspiration among the young people but they are happy to be involved in the process. Greencastle CEP office has been the venue to date and discussion followed on alternatives such as Hazelwood College, Feldon or Crumlin Road Gaol. It was agreed to hold the next meeting as planned in Greencastle and then to move to a new venue.
Discussion followed on the possibility of joint funding from Belfast and Newtownabbey councils and it was agreed to have a paper with BCC by 9am on Monday morning. Sean agreed to produce a draft and forward to Ali for completion.

Summer youth diversionary – Jenny Douglas had hoped to feedback on the range of funding available for this summer but a meeting with key stakeholders is to be held next week to confirm this. Information will be forwarded to the CEPs and other groups in the area. Duncan emphasised that all payments are on receipt of invoices and if groups could plan for this in the early stages it would aid the process for all involved.

NIO Review – CRC circulated a document highlighting the possible headings to be used in this document. The PSNI gave an overview of their findings from a review of incidents over the past year. The discussion around the fence itself promoted some heated discussion which is inevitable when dealing with such sensitive issues. This raised the issue of guiding principles for meetings which will be part of the agenda for the next meeting.
