Welcome and introduction: 

Were made by Dympna and Jenny who jointly chaired the meeting

Accuracy of the minutes of the meeting held 4 September 09:

Amendment to the minutes – Sean Brennan, not Claire Fox agreed to take the lead in the GR Indicators meeting.

Matters arising 

The PSNI response to the request for input to the review was explained and discussed. It was agreed that this will be a necessary element of this and future annual reviews and the PSNI representatives agreed to follow up from both districts. It was agreed that PSNI Belfast A district will provide a monthly Inspector’s report to the HCP meeting. 
Discussion followed on the proposal that communities should log incidents in their area as a further indicator for future reviews and monthly progress.

Intercomm’s role in the Mobile Phone Network was discussed – John Loughran has met with community reps and this will continue and widen out to include all those who have expressed an interest. The network has been in existence for four years but its functions may need to be broadened and improved. In the past the NIHE provided a handbook of useful numbers but this area on intervention may now come under the Belfast Resilience Approach, Andrew Hathard, BCC. 
Update on young people’s project
The final copy of the survey and letter to schools has been circulated to all members of the partnership for information. The original timescale of the project has slipped a little but the final report is still due before the end of December 2009. 

Halloween event – an event incorporating facilitated art workshops and a parade which will involve up to 100 young people, is being organised on a single identity basis for Thursday 29 October. It will include Whitewell, Longlands & Bawnmore and it is hoped about 500 people will come out to watch. Although it was felt that it may be too soon to involve White City in the parade they will be involved in the workshops and will have the finished products for their event on the 30th. 
Christmas event – tacit agreement has been reached between the groups on sharing or linking events for Christmas. The detail will be discussed at the next meeting.
Youth outreach – at the last youth providers forum the notion of a weekend drop-in/outreach youth provision was discussed. The PSNI advised of funding available which would appear to fit very well with this proposal; it was agreed that a joint proposal to PSNI, Councils and CRC be considered. It was agreed that a paper would be started by Sean, forwarded to Ali and then to the youth members; there are moral and ethical issues which need to be discussed by youth and community providers in the area. It was agreed that NEELB and BELB should be approached for their support in furthering this and other ideas and activities through the partnership and Youth Providers Forum.
Terms of Reference
Paul Creasey’s emailed comments on the ToR were raised by the chair. 

G Barrow advised that Paul would no longer be attending the partnership. George is attending as representative of Graymount and Whitewell Transformation Project and therefore SEACF.
Graymount Gate
A paper prepared by the PSNI was distributed to the members following a request to have the gate opened later and closed earlier. 

Discussion followed on the issues and needs of this community, including the violent attacks every weekend. Balancing the need for security for some, while reducing access for others is difficult. There is a need for a shared space in Lower Whitewell with access on to the Whitewell road. Anxieties of the Protestant population were also voiced with the reduction in numbers due to demographic changes. Meetings about the gate have been ongoing and will continue and G Barrow will communicate outcomes to the partnership at the next meeting when this will be discussed further.
